Data Cabling

To link fixtures together you must use
data cables.

If you choose to create your own
cable, please use data grade cables
that can carry a high-quality signal
and are less prone to
electromagnetic interference.

Cabling must have a maleXLR
connector on one end and a female
XLR connector on the other end.

DMX connector configuration

Termination reduces signal errors.
To avoid signal transmission
problems and interference, it is
always advisable to connect a DMX
signal terminator.
